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A breath of fresh air

Attracting black and minority ethnic (BME) groups to
visit Britain’s national parks remains a challenge. To
help tackle this, a new phase of Mosaic, a £1.5 million
three-year project, has been launched. I caught up
with distinguished architect and town planner
Narendra Bajaria, the Chair and only BME member, of
a total 30, of the Authority of Britain's first national
park, the Peak District, to find out more.

An  objective  of
Mosaic, piloted by four
national parks, is to
recruit, train and to retain
volunteers from BME
groups to raise awareness
of national parks in their
own areas. The
second phase, which
ended last year, attracted
217 volunteers, or com-
munity champions,
across England and
Wales. Of these, 80 have
been retained. The target
for this third phase is at
least another 200 com-
munity champions in 20
cities across England.

The community
champions will also work
towards another objec-
tive, to better meet the
needs of under-represent-
ed communities and to
dissolve any barriers or
perceptions that may
deter people from visit-
ing. Their action plan
includes organising
national park visits, feed-
back forums, cultural
events in national parks,
urban recruitment, men-
toring and work shadow-
ing opportunities. Mr

Council leader opens new branch — and more

Punjab National Bank has
opened its fourth UK
branch in Birmingham.
